Parents and carers will: 
 
• Support their child by taking an active interest in their learning and progress 
• Ensure their child attends regularly and on time 
• Avoid taking holidays during term time 
• If necessary, sign children in and out at the school office if entering or 

leaving outside the usual times 
• Support the school’s behaviour  and anti-bullying policies by encouraging the 

child to be well behaved 
• Provide uniform and PE kit in line with school expectations 
• Attend meetings which involve their child 
• Let the school know about any concerns or problems that might affect the 

child’s work, mood or behaviour 
• Encourage and support children to carry out home learning tasks set by the 

teacher 
• Give the school full and accurate personal information about their child so 

records are up to date 
• Provide emergency contact details and always tell school if these have 

changed e.g. address, home phone number, mobile phone number and work 
number were applicable 

• Not make reference to the school on social media e.g. Facebook
